$.C.A.D.A (Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition) and new hooster pumps.

WWTF and collection- Treated 92,000 gallons effiuent daily. Normal operational
status. New check valve assembly installed at Westgate lift station (normal
operations). Again, some good news. Appears that there is funding available from
the MIT Grant (Sewer) that we may use to update/upgrade some of the assets.
We are working with the Engineer and will submit Lift Station lining, upgrade
some more pumps, and upgrade floats in the lift station. Be advised based on the
cost and available funds will determine which of these items would be addressed.

The bid opening for the TDA TxCDBG Water Well 1 Rehab Project (Contract No. CDV21-0120)
was held on Tuesday, May 21, 2024. In total, BEFCO sent the hid advertisement for the project
to 17 contractors and 11 plan rooms during the bldding process. In addition, the bid
advertisement was placed In The Sealy News on two occasions. Through the various mediums,
a total of 6 contractors and 3 plan rooms requested / downloaded plan sets and bid dacuments.
At the bid opening, the City recelved four (4) bids for the project (see attached bid tabulation)
ranging from $126,300.00 to $451,785.00 for the total base bld (ltems 1-28). The lowest bidder
for the project was J&S Water Weils, Inc. of Bellville, Texas.

it should be noted that J&S had a mathematical error on their bid total, which should have been
$126,300.00 in lisu of the $1 26,845.00 listed on the bid form plank. J&S also had an error on the
total bid price of Additive Altetnate Bid Item AA31 of $2,500 versus $5,000, this was also
corrected. On Alsay's bid, the unit prices quoted by written words didn’'t match the unit price
numerical valus Alsay entered In the bid form blanks for Base Bid ltems 6 & 16-24 and Additive
Alternate Bid ltems AA27-AA28 & AA31. The unit prices were corrected to match the written
words, which governs over what was entered in the blanks. As such, this drastically increased
the total prices on these items. All of these corrections are denoted in red on the attached bid
tabulation. Please note that on both J&S and Alsay's bids, the corvections didn’t impact that J&S
Water Wells was the low bidder nor did these errors change the order of lowest fo highest bidder.

The $126,300 is well balow the total construction budget of $305,000 for this grant. Per our
review of their bid package, J&S Water Wells' bid submiltal is complete; and they are the lowest,

. most responsive bidder. As such, BEFGO recommends the City of Wallis to award the contract
to J&S Water Wells, [nc. of Beliville, Texas for Base Bid ltems 1-26 for $126,300.00.
